This can seriously affect our ability to  operate and to offer low-cost 
trips to our members.  We are not a travel agency and we do not offer or sell cancellation insurance. 
 
Refunds are offered under  very  limited conditions.  Please refer to the policy which describes these conditions and also ex-
plains how to apply for a  refund, should the request meet the criteria. 
 
Please note that the Executive is obligated to operate according to the terms of the cancellation policy.  The intent is to be fair 
to all members while keeping the Club from running into a deficit situation.

Mt. Washington  
Mid-Week Skiing 

So you are considering a lesson 
but not sure which type to take?  
Mt Washington offers a few 
choices, including both private and 
group. 
 
Group lessons are the least expen-
sive at $49 (plus tax).  The down-
side is you will get less individual 
attention.   As a group, we will only 
ski as quickly as the slowest 
skier.  If there are 6 people in the 
group you may only get 1/6 of the 
instructor’s attention, i.e. 20 min-
utes over the 2 hours.  If the group 
is small and/or everyone skis very 
similarly then it can work really 
well.   
 
The Discover Ski (or board) pack-
age is a great, inexpensive way for 
the first-time skier (or boarder) to 
be introduced to the sport.  It in-
cludes rentals, a beginner lift ticket 
and a beginner group lesson, all 
for $79.   
 
The best bang for your buck in 
terms of your own improvement 
and optimum use of your time are 
the private lessons.  I teach private 
lessons at all levels - everything 
from “discover how to ski” to “how 
to ski double blacks even better”. 
 
Private lessons are usually 1 or 2

hours in length.  The 2 hour pri-
vate lessons ($149) are way better 
than the 1 hour - more than twice 
as good!  It gives us enough time to 
really work and develop your ski-
ing.  The 1 hour private lessons 
($83) are more of a “this is what 
you need to do on your own to im-
prove your skiing”. 
 
The best deal is the early bird pri-
vate – a 1 hour private lesson only 
available from 9am to 10am ($69).  
Less than a regular (anytime), the 
1 hour private lesson is guaran-
teed to start your ski day off on the 
right foot!   
 
Group lessons are like a city bus - 
can work really well whereas pri-
vate lessons are like a cab or limo 
ride as they are totally customized 
to your wants and needs.  You can 
request a specific instructor for 
your lesson – both group and pri-
vate. 
 
Need help attaining better tech-
nique?  Come take a lesson, and 
please request me so I can help 
you take your skiing to the next 
level.  I’m currently available the 
Saturday the club is up – Feb 4th – 
but am fully booked on the Sun-
day.  To book me simply call the 
Ski School at 250-338-1386.

fortable coach.  Our driver Larry 

had a dry sense of humour about 

most things except people stand-

ing in the aisles while the bus was 

underway.
