Please ensure that you go to the Club website and take a  moment to review our policy around cancelling out of a trip (see:  
Ȭ&ÏÒÍÓȭɊ .   Every year the Executive is approached by people who either have not read or do not understand the policy. 
 
The Club is able to offer discounted trips  because we can guarantee a certain number of paid bums on the bus and/or a cer-
tain number of  hotel rooms.  When someone buys a trip and then       cancels, we are suddenly faced with an empty seat and 
the cost associated with that seat if it remains un-sold.  This can seriously affect our ability to  operate and to offer low-cost 
trips to our members.  We are not a travel agency and we do not offer or sell cancellation insurance. 
 
Refunds are offered under  very  limited conditions.  Please refer to the policy which describes these conditions and also ex-
plains how to apply for a  refund, should the request meet the criteria. 
 
Please note that the Executive is obligated to operate according to the terms of the cancellation policy.  The intent is to be fair 
to all members while keeping the Club from running into a deficit situation.

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What were you doing at 6:00 a.m. 
on Saturday June 18th?  

  

If you were like Tam & Shelley or 
2829 other cyclists, you were on 
a very muddy Cloverdale race-
track trying to figure out how to 
schlep bike and gear through the 
pouring rain to the start of the 
third annual Ride to Conquer 
Cancer - a 240 km bicycle ride to 
Seattle.  Two days in the rain ð 

are you kidding? 

  

The preparations actually started 
in the middle of last ski season 
when Tam and Shelley learned of 
this fundraising event.  So, after 
their fantastic ski season wound 
down in May, they began their 
training.  Each Saturday and 
Sunday for six weeks they rode 
back to back rides of increasingly 
longer distance with a final train-
ing ride of 130 km length over the 

Malahat and back. 

 
Statistically 2 out of every 5 peo-
ple will be diagnosed with cancer 
during their lifetime.  The money 
raised goes to cancer research in 
BC and, although the scientists 
have yet to wipe out cancer, the 
progress they have made to-date 
allow many people to survive 
cancer who would not have 10 

years ago. 
  

Shelley and Tam would like to 
thank the ski club members who 
sponsored them and contributed 
to the $6,600 they raised.  This 
was a significant contribution to 
the record-breaking, single fund-
raising event in BC of $11.1 mil-
